O ASSEMBLING O ADJUSTING THE TRIPOD

Remove the bolt from the tripod stand.
Assemble as the drawing shows. the finger screw (see Figurel)
! and push the stand down.
Adjust it and tighten the finger

O HOW TO PLAY O SPECIFICATION

Strike the front side of the body with a mallet, as the MATERIAL :Wooden blocks (5 notes)
centre and rear side will not make an ideal sound. DIMENSION :Block hody 57cm x 8.8cm(20"x3.5")
