@®Playing whilst sitting or on a desk/table

Insert the mouthpiece to the mouthpiece aperture and place the
instrument on the desk. or table. Blow into the instrument and
create melodies by touching the keys.

@®Playing whilst Standing
For playing whilst standing, insert the mouthpiece to the mouthpiece
aperture. Holdthe instrument securely at the holding position and blow
through the instrument, depressing the keys with the right hand fingers.

*AFTERCARE.........................

Put a handkerchief under the water outlet. P
Press the water drain lever and use a strong
breath to blow out the excess moisture.
