About the reed fatigue

Our harmonica reeds are amongst the strongest
and most durable in the industry today. Suzuki
offers one of the longest harmonica warranties in
the world because of our superior reed plate
technology. However, reeds can not be used
permanently. With any vibrating piece of metal,
fatigue can become a factor. The life of the reeds
depends on how often you use your instrument and
your playing style. When your harmonica is tuned
down drastically, it is a sign of metal fatigue. Reeds
can become out of tune or break. It is
recommendable to replace reeds.

Suzuki is not responsible for any damage that
occurs due to reed fatigue.
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Don't insert any foreign objects into the
harmonica via holes.
This could cause damage.

Don't wipe your harmonica with thinner or
benzine.
This could cause damage to the outer cover.

Don't jolt your harmonica.

Be careful not to drop your harmonica or put
excess pressure on the cover plates. More care is
needed on natural wood products, which can be
more easily damaged.

Keep your harmonica away from heat.

Don't leave your harmonica near a source of heat
such as an oven, or under intense sunlight. This
could cause damage to the harmonica.

After each performance

Please drain excess moisture from your harmonica
each time you play or after each performance.
Wood can be more easily deformed by saliva or
moisture, so extra care is needed.
