*Please do not disassemble or modify. *To avoid trouble, don’t allow any objects or water into the microphone. *Do not leave it near extreme heat or direct sunlight, and
keep the microphone away from moisture, dust and heaters. *To clean your microphone, use a soft cloth. *Do not use solvents such as thinner or benzene as these chemicals
can permanently damage your instrument. *If you notice any malfunction or damage, switch off the power, take off the connection cable and contact the shop you purchased
from or your local Suzuki dealer.

The battery is inserted at an angle (drawing 1) and
then dropped inside. To remove, use a tool with a fine tip such as a flat-head
