Before playing

Wash your hands and rinse your mouth thoroughly.
Also, play the each note slowly and carefully, and
check if it is out of tune. When there is the tone
which is tuned down drastically, the reed might be
broken. Please stop playing in such case.

Don't let any small object get
accidentally inside your harmonica.
This could cause damage to the harmonica.
Don't grip the cover too tightly.

You may bend the covers and damage the
harmonica.

For protection

In order to keep your harmonica protected, make a
habit of storing it in its case when not in use.

Don't throw or drop your harmonica.
This could cause damage to the harmonica or
hurt yourself.

Keep your harmonica away from heat.
Don't leave your harmonica near a source of
heat such as an oven, or under intense sunlight.
This could cause damage to the harmonica.
General care

After playing, tap out the harmonica in the palm
of your hand, and then wipe it with a soft,
lint-free cloth. For more thorough cleaning, wipe
with a cloth dampened with HAC-01 (Suzuki
Harmonica Sterilization Cleaner) or ethanol for
disinfection. Please never use any other
chemicals or solvents not listed here to clean
your harmonica, as they may damage it.
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A\ Noted concerning the reeds

The reeds can become break

The harmonica is sounded by ‘reeds’ , the small plates of metal inside. It vibrates to sound the notes. The
reeds can become tuned down, crack or break due to the metal fatigue caused by the frequency of use or
blowing strength of breath. This phenomenon is possible to happen to all of the reed instruments.

Do not play looking upward

Do not play the harmonica looking upward. In case that the reeds become break, you can get the
reeds into your mouth or inhale it. If you inhale the reeds, please consult to the nearest medical
facility.

A sign of the reed breakage

When your harmonica is tuned down drastically, it is a sign of reed breakage. Please stop playing in such
case. If you keep playing, you can get the reeds into your mouth or inhale it.

The reeds are required regular maintenance since it is consumable goods
As the strings of the string instruments are broken due to the consumption, the reeds can become
out of tune or break as well. The lifetime of the reeds is depends on your playing style or how often
you use your harmonica. Requesting regular maintenance to our company is recommended to use
your harmonica safely for a long term.
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About the valve

In a chromatic harmonica, each reed has an air valve underneath it. If you look into
the back of the instrument you will see the draw reeds and the valves on the blow
reeds. The highest sounding reeds may not have valves, this is normal. Do not touch
these valves, they are delicate. If the harmonica is cold condensation may cause the
valves to stick to the reed plate after(or during)playing. This may be prevented by
warming the harmonica in your hands before playing.

How to take care of Suzuki Chromatic Harmonica

Chromatic Harmonica is very delicate please refer to this instruction for a treatment

and look after your harmonica, thank you.

1. Please prepare ethanol (ethyl alcohol) and a gauze for disinfecting.

2.Please prepare a small screw driver to unscrew screws on the cover and
mouthpiece of harmonica.

3. Please clean the mouthpiece with the gauze using a little ethanol (ethyl alcohol) soaked in.

4. Though it is depends on how often you play your harmonica, please clean the mouthpiece
the above way once every 2 or 3 days.If it is possible please do it every day. Please
remember the order/structure of plate not to rebuild in a wrong side/way. Please pay
attention especially on the slide bars as to which side comes up/down.

WARNING : There is a tiny vinyl tube between a slide bar and a screw to stop the screw
hitting the slide bar directly. Please be careful not to lose them.

Care of Silver plating

The "FABULOUS" has a silver plated body and cover. This silver plating makes it
smooth to handle and accentuates the very resonant sound. Precious metals like silver
have been used for many years in creating the most high profile products, but is also
known to tarnish easily in response to air. Please take special care of this harmonica and
wipe off any moisture, over the whole harmonica, with a soft dry cloth after use. Daily
care will keep your harmonica looking as good as new. In the case of bad tamishing, you
can use commercially available silver polishing cloths, but take care to avoid any
cleaning agent on the parts where your mouth will come into direct contact. Please also
avoid using any abrasive compound, which could damage the silver finish.
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
