On the other hand, the “MANJI SKY M-20S” which uses
thinner and lighter reeds, has a light blow feel and tone that is the complete opposite character in tone
and playability of the “MANJI”. Please feel free to use them depending on the type of music you are
playing and the expression you are aiming for.
