About the reed fatigue

Our harmonica reeds are amongst the strongest and most durable in
the industry today. Suzuki offers one of the longest harmonica
warranties in the world because of our superior reed plate
technology. However, reeds can not be used permanently. With any
vibrating piece of metal, fatigue can become a factor. The life of the
reeds depends on how often you use your instrument and your
playing style. When your harmonica is tuned down drastically, it is a
sign of metal fatigue. Reeds can become out of tune or break. It is
recommendable to replace reeds. Suzuki is not responsible for any
damage that occurs due to reed fatigue.

Don't let any small object get accidentally inside
your harmonica.
This could cause damage.

Don't wipe your harmonica with any solvent
(thinners, benzine etc.).
This could cause damage.

Don't swing your harmonica around.
You may hurt yourself or your friends.

Don't grip the cover too tightly.
You may bend the covers and damage the harmonica.

Keep your harmonica away from heat.

Don't leave your harmonica near a source of heat such as an oven,
or under intense sunlight. This could cause damage to the
harmonica.

After playing
Tap out the harmonica in the palm of your hand, and then wipe it
with a soft, lint-free, cloth.

(¢) You can play the C chord with an accompany of the bass sound
by blowing (D and () repeatedly.

(d) In a case you have an accompanist who plays a bass sound
part, you play in a chord part and it will make the sounds richer.
(e) You can play both of chord and bass at the same time by
blowing @ and @) together.

2. You will have a deep expressive sound as Bass keys and Chord keys are next each other
in this harmonica(Please refer below Note layout b. ).

3. You will be able to play an ensemble for yourself with this harmonica as it has
both Bass keys and Chord keys.

1. We display chord names at the side of holes, so that you can see those marks while you are playing.
2. We also carved chord names on the covers with big letters, so that they stand out.
4 kinds of Diminish chord and 3 kinds of Augmented chord are sealed in brackets.

3. Please occasionally check screws along the covers and amend any looseness or unfit.
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
